∞ SKATE MAINTENANCE ∞

If you haven’t already purchased your own skates and are considering doing so, I’d be happy to help you with selection and fitting.  If you already have your own skates, please see me regarding sharpening before you have it done.  Generally your blades will need to be sharpened every 1 to 3 months, depending on use.  Please wear guards when walking in your skates and try to avoid stepping on the plastic strip in the doorway to the ice.  This can nick your blades and ruin your sharpening.  Also, never store your skates with the guards on; they will rust.  You can use either terry cloth soakers or store them dry and uncovered in a safe place.    

 ∞ BILLING PROCEDURES ∞

Due to Billing Procedures being different from one rink to another, my private lesson fee is $20/20 minutes or $30/30 minutes.


~World Arena lessons are paid for by purchasing Lesson Tickets from the front desk.  Tickets are due by the last lesson of the week.
~All other rinks lessons are paid for In-Person to me by Check (Preferred Payment) or Cash.  In-Person payment will need to be pre-paid to me by the 15th of the month to be taught. i.e. If we are to have lessons for the month of January, I will need payment pre-paid by January 15th. 

If lessons go UNPAID for any charge over $200, lessons will cease until lesson payment is caught up.
            Off-ice Private Lessons are available. Off-ice lessons include: Strength & Conditioning, Core & Functional Training, Plyometrics, Flexibility, & Dance; and are $20 for 30 minutes. The off-ice lessons are usually held within the rink being taught; depending on space and availability.

**Payments need to be made by check or money order to the order of Dianna-lynne Wells.  Skaters will receive an invoice of lessons if payment is not received by the 10th.  If you would like to receive a receipt of payment for scheduled lessons, please request via email to Sk8Pro@DiannalynneSpin.com.  Please keep all receipts of lessons, sessions, and skating purchases. It would be wise to start a skating/student file.**
∞ CANCELLATION POLICY ∞

Should you need to cancel or reschedule lessons, 24 hour notice is appreciated. However, I understand that this is not always possible and will make exceptions on a case by case basis. We will make up the missed lesson(s) at the most convenient time available or credit will be given onto next lesson purchases. Yet, due to working at various rinks throughout the day, if cancellation of lesson is given less than 2 hours prior to lesson time, then the lesson will be charged regardless. If 3 unexplained absences are made, an automatic dismissal of future lessons will take place and another coach will need to be hired. In the event you would like to decrease or discontinue lessons, I would appreciate the consideration of 2 weeks notice, so preparations and arrangements can be made. There are no refunds for missed lessons; credit is put toward coaching lesson(s) or choreography session(s) at a later time.

~Skaters with first lesson of the day, a call the night before MUST be made to cancel.  If notification is made within 1 hour of session start with scheduled lesson, lesson will be charged regardless.  So as an athlete, do plan to wake at least an hour and a half before the start of skating session.

HOURS of Phone Communication: 0500-1900 hours (5am-7pm); unless calling to cancel first lesson of day.
∞ MUSIC EDITING ∞

All music editing for competition or test programs will be $25 per minute of the program length. This fee includes computer music editing and enhancing, 2 CDs (1 practice and 1 master CD) of the student’s program. 

**If your CDs are lost or damaged, there will be a $5/replacement fee. **

∞ COMPETITION AND TEST FEES ∞

All ‘events’ and ‘practice ice’ will be billed $20 per event and practice.  ‘Competition fees’ vary depending on the number of skaters in a Competition event/weekend. ‘Competition fees’ include fuel, food, and lodging expenses where applicable. Home rink competitions will not have ‘Competition fees’ applied.  (Home Rinks include World Arena, Sertich Ice Center, & Pueblo Ice Arena)

 

All tests at home rinks (within Colorado Springs) are without charge. Test fees will apply to out of home rinks tests only; and will be billed at $20 per test.

** Please note that all music, competition, and test fees will be billed on next lesson invoice.**
∞ SESSIONS AVAILABLE ∞

There are two types of skating sessions, Public and Freestyle sessions. Public sessions are for the general public where spins and edge jumps can be performed only in the center of the rink. You can obtain a Public session schedule at the rink from the front desk or file folders. Freestyle sessions are for skaters concentrating on elements of their field using the entire surface of the rink and allow playing of a skater’s program over the loud speaker. Freestyle sessions allow for private lessons to be taught by their coaches and choreographers. Sessions must be purchased through the rink. You can obtain a Freestyle session schedule and information online at:
